No refunds or make-up lessons will be given for missed 

classes.

Yearly Registration Fee

iation.  This is to be paid annually at registration for the first 

series enrolled in beginning September 2011.

We follow 

the US Figure Skating “Basic Skills”  

program.  Classes start at the Basic 1 level 
for the non skater or new beginner and 

progress through 8 levels of basic skating 

skills.   

 

Upon completion of Basic 3, skaters may 

also take our Introduction to Synchronized 

Skating or Hockey I or Hockey II classes.  

After a student passes through all of the 

Basic Skills classes, Freestyle and Moves in 

the Field classes are offered.  Skaters’ 

skills will be checked regularly and they 

are tested periodically for competency in 

each level.  Once they have successfully 

completed all of the required skills they 

are advanced to the next level.
